Staff are preparing to perform a chemical skid improvement and a variable frequency drive upgrade.  These 
projects will improve the reliability and redundancy of the system.  
 
The Big Bend Water District storage project remains on the State Revolving Fund Loan priority list. Staff 
submitted information and support letters for Water Resources Development Act (WRDA) funding to seek 
additional external funding sources.
