DEFINITIONS

COMMUNITY PARK An urban park with an optimum size of 30 acres suited for a combination of
active and passive recreational and social activities with less than 1,000
participants, lighted fields for organized sport activities and small outdoor
festival areas, community p

DEVELOPED ACRES Park acres made accessible to the public through the efforts of the County,
including County built parks, developer built parks, or school parks.

GAP The difference (shortage or excess) between the amount of developed acres
and acres necessary to meet the urban or rural park standard.

LEVEL OF SERVICE (LOS) The park acreage goal adopted by the Board of County Commissioners
measured as developed park acres per 1,000 residents for neighborhood,
community, regional, special use, and rural parks. Total urban LOS is 2.5 acres
per 1,000 population and 6.0 acres pe

NEIGHBORHOOD PARK An urban park with an optimum size of 10 acres suited predominantly for
passive recreational activities serving neighborhood needs for picnic facilities,
tot lots, and open turf play and practice fields, fields are generally not lit. LOS
for neighborhood

OPEN SPACE Passive recreation lands that remain largely natural, unaltered and
unprogrammed which may possess unique environmental, scenic, and/or
recreational values.

PARTIALLY DEVELOPED LAND  Vacant parcel(s) or portions of a parcel associated with an existing park,
inventoried for future park expansion.

REGIONAL PARK An urban park with an optimum size of 250 acres suited for a diverse range of
intense and passive recreational and social activities with more than 1,000
participants, large lighted field complexes for organized sport activities and
large outdoor festival

RURAL PARK A park located outside the urban Las Vegas Valley and Laughlin, has an
optimum size of 10 acres, may include a small recreation center and small
day/night sports complex. As the only class for rural parks, other than special
use, these parks may provide

SCHOOL PARK Schools with fields, courts, and other park amenities which are owned by the
School District and programmed by Clark County Parks & Recreation
Department.

SITE ACRES Total acres associated with a developed or partially developed park.

SPECIAL USE AMENITY A park feature such as dog play area, skate park, BMX track, and remote

control car track found within a neighborhood, community, regional, or rural
park.

DEFINITIONS

A park dedicated to a single use such as a shooting, equestrian, camps, or
museums. Special use parks are counted as park acreage towards meeting
the County's level of service goal, with the exception of golf courses.

Primarily for equestrians but will accommodate pedestrians walking and
running, but no motorized vehicles/devices and no bicycles.

A pedestrian trail used for walking, bicycling, jogging, running, wheelchairs,
skate boards, in-line skates, and non-motorized vehicles.

A path located adjacent to or within the programmable area of a park.

A multi-use non-equestrian trail located within the designated open space
component of a park.

Acres that are inventoried for future park development. Open space is not
undeveloped land.

A park located within the urban Las Vegas Valley or Laughlin classified as a
neighborhood, community, regional, or special use park.
