Electronic Sample Ballot for the 2017 Municipal Elections

How to Submit a Request: You now have the option of receiving an
electronic sample ballot by e-mail instead of a paper one by postal mail, but
you MUST submit an online request. Log in to Registered Voter
Services. Then, select Request My Sample Ballot Electronically (Go
Green) from the VVoter Services dropdown menu at the top of the page,
enter your e-mail address, and click "Save.” You will immediately receive a
confirmation e-mail indicating that you will no longer receive paper sample
ballots. If you do not receive the confirmation, check your spam or junk mail
folder first before you contact us.
