All early voting sites and Election Vote Centers will also serve as  
mail ballot drop-off locations.  Candidates who receive the most votes in a  
General Election are elected to office.  You may vote for all offices and questions on  
the ballot for your precinct, regardless of your party affiliation.  A General Election  
must be held throughout the State on the first Tuesday after the first Monday of  
November in each even-numbered year.
