The memorial also will honor 
the survivors, �rst responders and everyday heroes who 
inspired our nation with their bravery while also 
recognizing the resiliency and compassion of our 
community.  Through this short online survey, 
participants are asked whether the concepts meet the 
committee’s mission, vision and goals for the permanent 
memorial. The survey results will be part of the criteria 
used by the committee to make its recommendation to 
the Clark County Commission for a memorial project.
